Nigon retiring after 43 years with Rochester Catholic Schools
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Dennis Nigon, who went from being a student in the Rochester Catholic Schools to its president of development, announced his retirement Friday.

“It has been an honor and privilege to have served Rochester Catholic Schools for the past 43 years," he said. "The students, families, faculties, staff and benefactors of the Catholic schools have profoundly touched my life. I hope that in some small way I have positively touched theirs.”

Nigon attended St. Francis of Assisi School, and graduated from Lourdes High School in 1964. He began his teaching career at Lourdes in August 1968. Since then he's held numerous positions at Lourdes, including teacher, coach, athletics director, dean of students and assistant principal.
